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Galleria Poggiali is delighted to present Paesaggi Artificiali //Artificial Landscapes, a solo show by Goldschmied & Chiari. Curated by Gaspare Luigi Marcone, the exhibition will be held at the gallery's space in Milan from 15 October 2019 to 18 January 2020. 

Following the recent show Eclisse at the Museo Novecento in Florence, this current exhibition project is divided into two editions of which the first part was presented in the two pivotal spaces of Galleria Poggiali in Pietrasanta. On occasion of the second leg of this exhibition, Goldschmied & Chiari's research into the formation of Paesaggi Artificiali // Artificial Landscapes is moving to Milan.

The exhibition features new works conceived specifically for the project room spaces in Foro Buonaparte 52. The new Untitled Views offer an impeccable insight into how the duo explores the world of nature through the presentation of photography on mirrored surfaces of extremely large dimensions in shades of green and blue.

Goldschmied & Chiari established their own secret, almost alchemical technique back in 2014, which led to the creation of the Untitled Views series. One can perceive the symphonies of coloured smoke, which are emitted in the images as the artists ignite coloured smoke-bombs in their studio to capture through their lens. Selected on the basis of harmony, tone and structure, the images are printed on glass and mirrors. The reflecting surfaces of these works invade the space in which they are exhibited, incorporating the observers and making them an active part of their 'visions/views'. The polychromy and polysemy in the series open to multiple interpretations and meanings. In certain cases, the mirrored surface emerges luminously at once, while in others, it simply changes the point of observation as they bear a resemblance to pastels or dense, colourful paintings (evoking certain works by J.M.W. Turner).

With these newest works at the Galleria Poggiali in Milan, it is possible to trace a number of vital points in the artists' research such as the critical relationship between history and nature and the polarity between reality and fiction, which are pervasive throughout the Untitled Views series.

Goldschmied & Chiari (Sara Goldschmied, Arzignano 1975 – Eleonora Chiari, Roma 1971) formed the duo goldiechiari in 2001. Since 2014 they have worked under the name Goldschmied & Chiari in Milan.
